MANAGING RISK ON BBC MUSIC DAY – 15 JUNE 2017
These guidance notes have been prepared by Tony Johnson, Head of Music & Arts Service.  They are intended to assist schools in planning for the care and wellbeing of their pupils during the above event. They are not a substitute for schools’ own planning for the day, and schools retain ultimate responsibility.

It may be helpful to focus on three aspects of the day; 

1. Transport to the City 

2. Walking to City Park

3. The event in City Park

TRANSPORT

Schools are required to arrange transport to and from the event (walking will be an option for some).

· Use a reputable transport provider. This is likely to be a provider you are familiar with. 

· Allow adequate time for rush hour travel.
WALKING TO CITY PARK

· Schools to be aware of potentially crowded streets, with the consequent hazards of stranger danger, lost child, trips and falls. A pre-visit is recommended if you are unfamiliar with the route between your drop off point and City Park. Walking not running, staff dispersed throughout the group (especially front and back), and regular counts and checks are recommended features of supervised walking in this environment. 
· Schools may wish to consider distinctive bands or caps for ease of identification.
IN CITY PARK
These are the significant hazards associated with an event of this type in an open public space.

Stranger Danger
Music & Arts Service will be using pedestrian barriers to create ‘sterile’zones within City Park for the workshops and watching the acts, and only participating


schools and Council staff inside.   Exit and entry points fully stewarded.   

Lost child                               There will be a designated lost child area. Children to be

                                                made aware of how to identify official Council staff, police officers etc., should they find       themselves alone. Music & Arts staff will be wearing distinctive purple

Toilet Visits
School staff actively supervise pupils at all times. Children accompanied to toilets, no solo visits. Pupils and staff can use the toilets inside City Hall or by The Pavilion
Trips, falls and

other health issues
Children briefed about moving sensibly around City Park always under school supervision.

There will be clearly identified and staffed first aid stations, and St John’s Ambulance personnel will be on site.


Music & Arts Service staff are First Aid trained for their own groups.  Schools are advised to bring their own First Aider and take responsibility for medical needs of their own.

Mirror pool
After the Early Year’s workshop at the start of the day where a small amount of water will be used in the back section of the Mirror Pool for the rest of the event the pool will be empty.
Wet weather
Schools to anticipate, appropriate clothing to be worn.

Hot weather
Suncream, head protection. Schools to make water available.
Lunch
To be eaten within the sterile area.
